· Increases in funding (including Federal stimulus):
· K-12 ($27 million)

· Public Safety ($18 million)

· Higher Ed ($300 million)

· No increase in workforce development
· $1.5 billion in cuts to Health and Human Services

· No new taxes (relies on LGAs to raise property taxes)
· $1.3 Billion in education payment shifts

Specific Proposals

· $10 million for the Summer of Success

· $1.8 million for Youthworks
· $1.5 million cut from current YIPA funding
· Includes DEED youth programs

· However, funding is reduced for summer youth programs
